MUSIC DIRECTOR/CONDUCTOR
Charles Gott schalk has been orchestra manager of the

Naples Philharmonic Orchestra since 1994.  He holds music
degrees from DePaul and Northwestern universities.  His
experience includes 11 seasons as conductor of the Florida
Symphony Youth Orchestra in Orlando and three conducting
Florida Symphony education programs.  

Mr. Gottschalk was a member of the Israel Philharmonic,
the Chicago Chamber Orchestra and substituted frequently
with the Chicago Symphony and the Chicago Lyric Opera.
Before moving to Naples he was the principal trumpet of the
Florida Symphony in Orlando for 26 years, 18 of which he
also served as personnel manager.  Mr. Gottschalk was an
adjunct instructor at the University of Central Florida and at
Rollins College, Winter Park.  We are priviledged to have
him as our music director and conductor of the PYO.
